With consistent support and 
encouragement, Shawn enrolled in a 
mechanical systems career pathway aligned 
with the region’s growing need for mechanical 
engineering–adjacent roles, including HVAC 
and skilled technical trades.

As industries across Charlotte face increasing demand for trained mechanical and technical professionals, 
Shawn committed himself fully to the process. He is currently earning A’s and B’s in his coursework, building 
both the technical knowledge and professional confidence needed to succeed in a high-demand field.
